Cumhuriyet Bayrami

Turkiye’de Cumhuriyet Bayrami1 29 Ekim’de Ulke genelindeki gecit térenleri ve
gosterilerle kutlanir. Mustafa Kemal Atatlrk tarafindan ilan edilen T Grkiye’nin
bagimsizhgini kutlama etkinligi kapsaminda birgcok yerel ve ulusal etkinlik vardir.
Bayraklar ve bando takimlariyla donatilan térenler, T trkiye’nin bagimsiz bir Glke olarak
yaptigi kutlamalarinin en bilinen 6zellikleridir.

Stadyumlarda izleyicilerin cogkusunu artirmak i¢in tiyatro oyunlari, siir okumalari ve
geleneksel dans gosterileri sergilenir. ilkégretim okullarinda, Cumhuriyet Bayramrni
kutlayan aileler icin cocuklarinin sergiledigi gésteriler vardir. Ulkenin dért bir yaninda
yapilan gdsteriler ve hukimet yetkililerinin yaptigi konugsmalar ile birlikte Glke, her
dizeyden katilimci ve vatandasin istirak ettigi gOsterilerle doludur. Birgok yerel kutlama,
havai figsek gosterileri ile son bulur.

T Urkiye’d eki birgok hikimet binasi, Cumhuriyet Bayrami’'nda kapalidir. Ulusal bir tatil
olan bu gunde hukimet yetkilileri ve ¢alisanlari, glnu aileleri ile birlikte kutlar ya da
yerel bir tdrend e veya seramonide vatandaglarini temsil eder. Bu giin yeni T trkiye
devletinin 1928te bir Cumhuriyet olarak kuruldugunun ilanidir ve ginian anlamini
gOsteren resmi térenlerle kutlanir. T Grkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu Mustafa Kemal
Ataturk, kdkten bir degisim yaparak ayni giin T Urkiye’nin ilk Cumhurbaskani olmusgtur.
Kurtulug Savasi’'nin 6nderi olarak bu dénemde bu yeni tlkenin lideri olmasi uygun
olmustur.

Republic Day

Republic Day in Turkey is celebrated on October 29th and marked by parades and
performances throughout the country.

There are many local, as well as national festivals that commemorate the Independence
of Turkey—which was spurred by Mustafa Kemal Ataturk.

Processions flanked by flags and musical bands are the most common evidence of
Turkey celebrating the founding of its sovereign country.
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There are performances held in open stadiums where the theater sketches, poetry
readings and traditional dances are exhibited for the attendees' enjoyment.

Local elementary schools have programs performed by students for parents that
celebrate Republic Day.

With local parades around the country and government officials giving speeches, the
country is full of festivals at all levels of constituents and citizens.

Many of the local celebrations are finalized by setting off great displays of fireworks.

Most government buildings are closed on Republic Day in Turkey.

As a national holiday, government officials and employees enjoy the day with their
families or by representing their constituents at a local parade or ceremony.

This day marks the day that the new Turkish state was established as a Republic in
1923, and is met with all the pomp and circumstance that is expected for a day that
recognizes it.

Mustafa Kemal Atatlrk, the Turkish Republic's founder, was named the country's first
President on this same day, marking a true change from the old to the new.

As the leader of the Turkish War of Independence, it was fitting that he was named as the
leader of the new country at this time.
